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Home Fire Suppression Sprinklers

A country-wide campaign encouraging the installation of home fire suppression sprinklers has been underway
for the past year. Some of you may know that in South Ogden City there is an Ordinance requiring the installa-
tion of home fire sprinklers in new construction with over 6400 square feet of living space. Many cities, coun-
ties and states across the country have similar ordinances. There are several reasons for these types of meas-
ures, but they all are in support of one important purpose; to protect lives.

Several studies and statistics are available to show the value and importance of fire suppression systems in the
home. Rather than illustrate those, it’s just as important to dispel a few of the myths associated with the use of
fire sprinklers:

-Myth: “If a fire sprinkler system is activated, all the sprinklers go off”
This myth is likely encouraged by what is seen in movies...a small fire sets off every sprinkler in a room flood-
ing everything. The fact of the matter is most sprinkler heads are kept in the “ready” position by a small, glass
tube. When a fire raises the temperature to above 135°F in the vicinity of a sprinkler, the pressure within the
tube increases until the glass breaks thereby causing the sprinkler to activate. Other sprinklers will activate only
if triggered in the same fashion. In a sprinkler protected space, a fire rarely gets large enough to activate more
than a sprinkler head or two.

-Myth: “Home fire sprinkler systems are very expensive”
Nationwide, the average cost to install fire sprinkler systems in new home construction is less than $2.00 per
square foot. To put that cost into perspective, you could pay about the same cost for things like carpet upgrades
or a whirlpool bath. The installation of fire sprinklers in the home are as much an investment feature as other
upgrades; studies show homes in many U.S. communities are selling faster with fire sprinkler systems than
those without.

-Myth: “Water damage caused by the sprinkler system will be more than the damage caused by the fire”
Once a fire reaches a ‘free burning’ stage, it can more than double in size and intensity every 60 seconds. When
a fire activates a sprinkler head, heat and smoke are quickly kept under control, greatly reducing the likelihood
of fire spread to the rest of the home. Fire sprinklers flow water at a rate of around 15 gallons per minute. To
put that into perspective, it would take a single fire sprinkler head about 5 minutes to fill your bathtub.

-Myth: “I’ve seen fire sprinkler heads — they’re ugly”

Yes, they are. But new model sprinkler heads can be flush mounted to the ceiling or walls and completely con-
cealed by decorative covers.

The National Fire Protection Association, along with the fire service and other safety advocates encourage eve-
ryone to support the Fire Sprinkler Initiative. The first step is to become educated and informed about the fire
suppression sprinklers issues as well as the pros and cons of home fire sprinkler use. Visit
www.firesprinklerinitiative.org or contact Fire Station 81 (3950 Adams Ave.) for more information.

They
serve in area schools, Head Start Centers and youth facilities helping children learn to read, providing one on
one tutoring and guiding children at a critical time in their lives. To join the program you must be over the age
of 55, willing to serve 15-40 hours a week and living on an income below $1,805 a month for a single person
and $2,428 a month for a couple and pass a background screening. For their service Foster Grandparents re-
ceive a stipend of $2.65 an hour, mileage reimbursement and training. For more information, or to join the pro-
